Forest Ferals, Business-people, and  Grey Haired Grannies stand side by side on Climate Change at Anvil Hill

Wybong this past week, was the location of a weeklong strategy camp for the community to make a stand on Climate Change and as a first step, stop the proposed Anvil Hill Mine.

250 people from all over NSW gathered. The crowd of Dred locks, the blue rinse set, families and kids, Wine makers, thoroughbred breeders, graziers, museum curators, business people and academics all have one common thread - Climate Change and what they as individuals and as a unified group known as the Anvil Hill Alliance will do about it.

The 10.5 million tonne per annum Anvil Hill Coal Mine proposal has become the symbolic line in the sand, the enough is enough of Australia’s continued expansion of and the export of, dirty power technology and coal. 

“Our world is suffering. This action is a stand-up for our children and grandchildren” states one Sydney suburbs camp attendee.

“The members of Anvil Hill Alliance will be using their various energies and expertise to take all actions possible to stop this mine and make a change to our current addiction to coal export dollars” says spokesperson Christine Phelps “Australia has a disproportional contribution to global warming problems, largely contributed to by our continued expansion of and use of coal, and we as Australians need to take responsibility and make a stand on this”. 

A CSIRO Report just released, identifies Asian and Southern Pacific countries at immediate threat from Climate Change and Australia as becoming an environmental refugee target as disease and rising seas render these countries virtually uninhabitable.   Australia is also suffering from Climate Change impacts as, drier hotter summers, heat waves, bushfires, less rain, rising sea levels, and rise in disease makes our areas of habitable land shrink and strains our economy.
