We call on you as our elected state representative to act now to help prevent dangerous climate change. If left unchecked, climate change caused by rising greenhouse gas emissions will have severe social, environmental and economic impacts in NSW, and Australia. Our community will not be spared.
We are deeply concerned that NSW is actively fuelling the threat of climate change through coal exports from Newcastle. Already the world’s largest coal export port, Newcastle is set to expand massively in the next five years, driven by new mines like the proposed Anvil Hill coal mine near Muswellbrook. At the same time, renewable energy – one of the main solutions to climate change – is in decline due to lack of support. NSW is missing out on clean energy investment and jobs.
We call on all political parties in NSW to:

· Reject the proposed coal mine at Anvil Hill in the Hunter Valley as a first step towards a moratorium on new coal mines;
· Adopt a legislated renewable energy target for NSW of 15% by 2012 and 25% by 2020.
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
